A Mason is like a turtle, he only makes progress when he sticks his neck out!
Oliver Day Street defined the central theme of the Second Degree as:

“In the winding stairs, an architectural feature of Solomon’s Temple is seized upon to symbolize the journey of life.  It is not a placid stream down which one may lazily float, it is not even a straight or level pathway along which one may travel with a minimum of exertion: it is a devious and tortuous way, requiring labor and effort for its accomplishment.  This is appropriately symbolized by the winding staircase.  It teaches us that our lives should be neither downward nor on a dead level, but, although difficult, progressive and upward.”
Confronting and solving problems is a painful, difficult process, one most people try to avoid.  But complaints and avoidance actually contribute to our problems and hinder our mental and spiritual growth.  The path of a Freemason is rocky and less traveled, but in traveling it, we arrive at a greater understanding of ourselves.  
When we extend ourselves in Masonry we assume many risks.  When we experience these risks, we evolve both physically and spiritually.

According to the laws of mechanics, evolution should not exist!  However, human beings, as well as the whole plant and animal world around us, are living proof that it does exist.  The force of entropy would seem to preclude man’s development.  But despite whatever problems we experience in our Masonic and personal lives, we do grow.
Many people are afraid of power, afraid that they may misuse it.  This fear may be so strong that we avoid power, by shying away from accepting office or promotion.  The secret to making wise decisions and using power as a path to enrichment is to become more aware of what we are doing and to enlarge our capacity for awareness.
As we transition from Bro. Ron LaSala P.M. to Bro. Ron Green as Master of our Lodge, we are reminded that they have taken the higher, steeper, more disciplined road – the road less traveled.  A road that is the practical application of that symbolic journey they took many years ago as Fellow Crafts.

The Master’s actions are like instructions written upon the Trestleboard.  That the “winding staircase” is not an elaborate repetition of historical fact, but rather a piece of symbolism whose meanings have led him to a higher sense of what life is and what is meant to be.
